Hawkers (Masuis Daeran Muar UTara) By-Laws 1981

IN exercise of the powers conferred by section 73 of the Local
Government Act 1976, the Majlis Daerah Muar Utara hereby
makes, and pursuant to section 103 of the said Act the State
Authority confirms, the following by-laws:

1. These by-laws may be cited as the Hawkers (Maijlis Daerah
Muar Utara) By-Laws 1981 and shall apply only to the area of
the said Majlis and shall come into force on a date to be
appointed by the President by notification in the Gazette: -

Provided that licences that have been issued prior to such date
shall continue to be in force until the date of expiry of such

licences. :
2. Tn these by-laws unless the context otherwise requires—

“tood” includes every article which is used for food: or drink
by man; o : : |
“hawker” includes itinerant, static or temporary hawker; '
“itinerant hawker” means any person who with or without
vehicle goes from place to place to expose, distribute or
deliver for sale any food, drinks or goods of any kind;
“lock-up stalls” means a stall constructed by the President or
by any government or statutory body classified as such by
the President; ‘
“President”” means the President of the Majlis Daerah Muar
Utara and includes the Deputy President; ) :
“public place” means any open space, parking place, garden,
recreation and pleasure ground or square, whether enclosed
or not, set apart or appropriated for the use of the public
or to which the public shall at any time have access;

“stall” includes any lock-up stall, table, store, stool, bench,
basket, chair, kandar stick, wall show-case, showboard of
whatever nature or any other appurtenances whether portable
or mon-portable and whether on wheels or not on wheels,
whereon or wherein food, drinks or "goods of any kind are
sold or exposed for sale in any private or public place;
“static hawker” means any person who sets up a stall in
any private or public place and sells or exposes for sale any
food, drinks or goods of any kind; °

“temporary hawker” means any person who occasionally sets

- up a stall and sells or exposes for sale any food, drinks or
goods of any kind in a pitch designated for such purpose by
the President for such period as’the President may determine:
“yehicle” includes any vehicle mechanically driven or other-
wise and includes a barrow, cart, bicycle, tricycle, motorcycle,
scooter, car, van, lorry, vessel, boat or raft adopted or used
for the purpose of hawking.

3. No pérson shall act as a hawker without a licence issued by
the President under these by-laws,
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4. (1) Every application for a licence to act as a hawker shall be
made in writing to the President’in such form as the President

may determine,

(3) A licence shall be in such form as the President may
determine. .

(4) Every licence, other than that issued to an itinerant hawker,
shall be:in respect of a specified site or sites. )

(5) Every licence shall specify—
(a) the period for which the licence shall be valid, such
period shall not exceed six months ending either on 30th
June or 31st December; :
(b) the type of food, drinks or goods to be sold;
(c) the terms, conditions and restrictions as the President
may think fit to impose. Ce
(6) Every licence shall be revocable by the President at any
tinmte without assigning any reason therefor.
(7) The President may at his discretion refuse to grant Or renew
any licence without assigning. any reason therefor.
(8) Every person to whom a licence, has been granted shall
exhibit his licence at all times in some prominent place on the

licensed premises, vehicle or stall and shall produce such licence
if required to do so by the President or any person authorised by

the President.

(9) A licensee shall surrender his licence, upon its expiry,
revocation, cancellation or suspension, to the President.

(10) A licence shall not be transferable.

5. (1) No stall other than a stall constructed by the President or
any government or statutory body shall exczed eighteen dectrnglres
in length and-nine decimetres in width unless exempted by the
President in writing and sball have such covering as approved by
the President.

6. (1) A licensee shall, unless absent for some. reasonable cause,
at all times be present and conduct or superintend the business
at his stall or pitch.

(2) Where a licensee cannot attend to his business at his stall
for a period of thirty days or more, he shall appoint a nominee
in his place with the prior approval in writing of the President.

(3) The President shall not, except in such circumstances as he

may think fit,
paragraph (2) of this by-law for any period in excess of three

months.

(@) within nine metres of a street junction;
(b) within thirty-six decimetres ofr a fire hydrant; or
(c) on a stairway, five foot-way or a public pavement unless
permitted by the President.

(2) No hawker shall camy on his business in such a manner
as to obstruct or to interfere with the free flow of vehicular traffic
and of the free movement of pedestrians.

(3) Every hawker shall comply with such verbal “or written
directions that may be given by the President or by any persen
authorised by the President with regard to the placing of his stall,
vehicle or other appurtenances relating to his business.

(4) Every temporary hawker shall remove from his pitch or
site, the stall, vehicle or other appurtenances relating to his
business at the close of business each day or night as the case
may be. . _

(5) No hawker shall be less than eighteen years of age unless
exempted by the President.

3. No person shall act as an itinerant hawker in any street or
at any place specified in the First Schedule.

9. The handcart used by an itinerant hawker shall not exceed
eighteen decimetres in length and nine decimetres in width and
the cover or awning over it shall not extend more than three
decimetres beyond any part of the handcart.

10. Where a vehicle is used by an itinerant hawker it shall be
of such size or shape as may be approved by the President.

11. No itinerapt hawker shall remain stationary in any place
‘except when actually engaged in the sale of goods to customers
and when pot so engaged he shall be continually on the move. -

' 12. Every hawker shall be si:bjccted to such medical examination
as may be directed by the President.

13. Every hawker shall maintain—

(a) his person and clothing in a state of cleanliness; and

(&) his stall or vehicle and other appurtenances relating fo
his business in a clean and sanitary condition and shall
have it painted or repainted at such time as may be
directed by the President.
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14. No hawker shall use firewood at his place of business for

~ the purpose of preparing food unless exempted by the President.

16. All putrefiable or wet solid refuse shall be placed in plastic
bags or other suitable containers before they are deposited in
refuse bins.

17. All refuse in the refuse bins shall be disposed off by the
hawker in such manner as may be directed by the President.

18. No hawker shall cause or permit to be deposftcd. spilled,
scattered or thrown any blood, brine, waste liquid or other
offensive matter into any drain or on any other public place.

19, The fee payable for a licence shall be as prescribed in the
Second Schedule and shall be paid in advance.

20. A duplicate licence may be issued in the event of loss of the
original licence for a fee of ten ringgit.

21. Search fee for any licence shall be ten ringgit and shall be
paid in advance. )

22. Any person who acts 2s a hawker without a licence issued
by the President under these by-laws and any person who being
licensed by the President under these by-laws acts in contravention
of any of the provisions of these by-laws shall be guilty of an
offence and shall be lable on conviction to a fine not exceeding
one thousand ringgit.

23. (1) Any article intended or exposed for sale, together with
their containers and any accompanying appliances and the stall
or vehicle belonging to a person not licensed to act as a hawker
under these by-laws may be seized by .any officer authorised in
writing by the President and removed to and detained at such

bins.
